With a dynamic score by virtuoso guitarist Tim Brady and libretto by award-winning poet Douglas Burnet Smith, 
this world premiere opera will have audiences on the edge of their seats. 
 
Ghost Tango stars two of Nova Scotia’s most talented classical singer/actors, featuring the intense emotion of 
soprano Janice Jackson and the rich, resonant voice of baritone R.L. Thompson.  As for the music, it has to be an 
operatic first, as Tim Brady uses an electric guitar and the latest electronic technology to let loose a swirling 
musical storm.
